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Have you heard of “Mayday”? You may be
thinking it’s nothing other than a very popular
Taiwanese rock band. But do you know it’s also
an emergency call no airplane pilot ever wants to
make? Why? Because it means they are in the
worst kind of trouble ever possible in the air.
Mayday call got its start as an emergency call in
1923. Federick Mockford, a senior radio officer
at Croydon Airport in London, was asked to
think of a word that would easily be understood
by all pilots and ground people in an emergency
even over weak radio. So he came up with the
word “Mayday”. It is from French “m’aider,”
which means “come help me” and sounds like
“Mayday” in English.

In order not to mistake “Mayday” for other
words, the call is always given three times in a
row in an emergency. A Mayday call has to be
taken very seriously because it is a strong cry for
help. In the USA, it is a crime to make a fake
Mayday call. Doing so may get you behind bars
for up to six years and give you a fine of up to
$250,000. ,,

A Mayday call from an airplane is the same as
an SOS from a ship. Today both “Mayday” and
