Yunus, the winner of the Nobel Prize in 2006, gave
poor people a great gift - chances. After studying in
America, he thought he was able to r&w people in
Bangladesh, the land where he was born.

Most people in his country stayed poor though they
worked really hard.

He interviewed some poor women. To make money, they
needed to borrow some money from the rich first. “The
rich people lend the money to us at 10% interest a day,”
said a poor woman. In other words, if she borrowed one
hundred dollars, the next day she would need to pay a
hundred and ten dollars back. Yunus knew the poor

people could never change their lives if they needed to pay-

so much money to the rich. However, they could not
borrow the money from the bank, either. The owner of the
bank did not believe the poor people could give back the
money. _

Yunus decided to lend Bowou\ to them. He did not
ask for any interest. “Just give back the money when you
think your life is better,” he said. He built a bank for the
poor. Many people thought Yunus might not get his
money back, but they were wrong. He got over 95% of
his money back. This is higher than most of the banks in
the world.
